That A1 Smt. Lekshmi being the Wildlife Warden of the Senduruni Wildlife
Division from 24.10.2011 to 18.06.2015, A2 Shri. SajiBasheer being the
Managing Director from 21.08.2006 to 09.09.2015, A3 Shri.Arun S.K being the
Manager of the Sales Emporium from 25.05.2015 to 30.07.2015, A4 Shri. Shaji
B. L. being the Manager of the Marketing Centre from 30.01.2015 to 30.07.2015
and AS Sri.Sarath Kumar being the Accountant of the Sales Emporium from
31.12.2010 to 09.07.2015 of the SIDCO as public servants abused their

respective official positions, committed criminal conspiracy among themselves



and the Al placed a supply order for a six-seater, a 12-seater, and a 15-seater
boat along-with its engines for the Senduruni Tourism Project, to the SIDCO
and executed an agreement to that effect. Further, the A2,A4,A5 entered into a
conspiracy with the A6 Sri. Krishnakumar, proprietor of M/s Nautical Lines, an
empanelled agency under the SIDCO and awarded a work contract to the A6
without observing the mandatory rules of the Store Purchase Manual and
without seeking approval from the Government. The Al by violating the
agreement conditions, dishonesty made a single payment to the SIDCO and
fraudulently issued an acceptance certificate for the 15-seater boat and two 40
HP engines without receiving them physically. Further the A2, A3 and AS
entered into criminal conspiracy with the A6 and the A3 transferred the cost of
engines and a 15 seater boat to A6, without carrying out proper verification.
Thus, the Government sustained a loss of %35,20,487 in the deal and
corresponding gain to the A6 and thereby the accused committed the

aforementioned offences.

13. Action taken since the above report reveals commission of offence(s) U/s
as mentioned at item No.2 registered the case and took up the
investigation/directed* Shri. Anilkumar.S, Inspector of Police to take up the
investigation on 23.07.2022.
